GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS

1.
GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS
The Tournament shall be conducted in accordance with the FIQ WTBA Playing Rules and Regulations.


2.
COMPETITION RULES & REGULATIONS

The 21st SEA Games Tenpin Bowling Competition will be conducted in accordance with the Rules of the FIQ WTBA.

In case of disagreement in the interpretation of rules, the English test shall prevail. Any unforeseen incident not covered by the Rules shall be dealt with accordingly in the following manners.

a)
Technical questions shall be resolved by the Technical Committee in accordance with the WTBA Playing Rules and Regulations.

b) 
Cases of a general nature shall be resolved in accordance with the SEA Games Federation Statues and Rules particularly the following rules shall have precedence.

2.1 
Eligibility : To be eligible to participation in the SEA Games, a competitor must comply with the SEA Games Federation Statues and Rules as well as Rule 45 and the Bye-Law to Rule 45 of the Olympic Charter. He/she must also be a paid up member of his/her respective Tenpin Bowling Federation.

2.2 Composition of Team : Each country shall be represented by a maximum of Six (6) Men and Six (6) women bowlers, One (1) Manager and One (1) Coach for the Men’s Team, and One (1) Manager and One (1) Coach for the Women’s Team.

2.3

Style of Play : Each game shall be bowled on a pair of lanes. Individuals shall successively and in regular order bowl one frame on one lane, and for the next frame alternate and use the adjoining lane, so alternating each frame until five frames are bowled on each lane, completing the game. When any question arises as to who of any two bowlers shall bowl first, it is incumbent upon the bowler on the right to do so.

2.5.
Conduct of Events

In each of the following events, players assigned to commence bowling on odd numbered lanes will move left and players assigned to commence bowling on even numbered lanes will move right for each successive game. The Tournament Manager will determine the number of lanes to be moved each game during the event.

2.5.1 SINGLES : Open to all members of each team. Six (6) games in one block across 12 lanes with two persons from the same federation when feasible scheduled per lane. Each game shall be played on a different pair of lanes.

2.5.2  DOUBLES : Six (6) games in one block across 12 lanes. Each game to be bowled on different pair of lanes. Three teams for men and three teams for women per federation, one to be scheduled per lane. Each game shall be played on a different pair of lanes.

2.5.3 TRIOS : Six (6) games in two different blocks across 12 lanes on the same day. Two teams for men and two teams for women per federation. One team scheduled per lane and each game shall be played on a different pair of lanes.

2.5.4 Team of Fives : Six (6) games in two different blocks across 12 lanes on the same day. One team scheduled per lane and each game shall be played on a different pair of lanes. A team may change one player at the start of the second block or make a change as otherwise provided under the substitution rule. Line –up changes will be allowed for second block, but not during a block.

2.5.5 EXTRA PLAYERS : All players shall be scheduled for make-up teams to bowl towards their all-events total for individual and for their respective teams. Players from different federations shall be combined for such teams.

2.5.6 MASTERS FINALS : 
a) The Finals shall be round robin competition between the top 16 players based on their 24 qualifying games. All qualifying pinfalls are dropped. One game matches will be played. A final match will be played as a position round making a total of 16 matches bowled over two days.

 2.5.7
Players failing to qualify for the Semi-Finals final shall fill vacancies, which may exist at the start of the Semi-Finals. Such vacancy or vacancies shall be filled from the non qualifiers as available at that time and in the order of finish in the 24 games All-Events qualifying competition. In case of a tie between two or more available non-qualifiers the selection will be made by draw.

2.6.
Registration of Bowling Balls
   
All participants must register and submit their bowling balls for verification for correctness of weight and other specification conforming to WTBA rules and regulations. Participants bowling with a non-registered bowling balls may have their scores declared null and void.

2.7. Interupted Games

   
The Tournament Manager may authorise the competition of a game     and series on another pair of lanes when equipment failure on the starting lanes would delay the normal progress of the series. An interrupted game and series which cannot be completed on the same date must resume from the point of interruption.

2.8.
Bowling on Wrong Lanes
   2.8.1 When only one (1) player on the lead-off men on both teams bowl on a wrong lane and the error is discovered before another player has bowled, a dead ball shall be declared and the player(s) is/are required to rebowl on the correct lane(s).

  2.8.2 When more than one (1) player on the same team has bowled on he wrong lane, the game shall be completed without adjustment and the next game shall be started on a correctly scheduled lane.

  2.8.3 In the Masters Grand Finals match play competition, where a   player normally bowls two(2) frames each time when it is his turn to bowl, and a player bowls on the wrong lane for these two (2) frames, a dead ball shall be declared and the player is required to re-bowl both frames on the correct lanes provided the error is discovered prior to the time the opposing player has made a legal delivery. If the error is not discovered until the opposing player has bowled, the score shall count and the player shall be required to bowl his subsequent frames on the correct lanes.

2.9
Awards :

Games awards of Gold, Silver and Bronze shall be presented to first, second and third place to the following events :-

· WOMEN SINGLES

· MEN SINGLES

· WOMEN DOUBLES

· MEN DOUBLES

· WOMEN TRIOS

· MEN  TRIOS

· WOMEN TEAM OF FIVES

· MEN TEAM OF FIVES

· WOMEN ALL-EVENTS

· MEN ALL-EVENTS

· WOMEN MASTERS

· MEN MASTERS

NOTE : Each country can only win a maximum of two medals in the same event in accordance with the SEA Games Federation Rules. In the event of bowlers from the same country finishing 1st , 2nd and 3rd,  Bronze medal will be awarded to the 4th placed bowler.

2.10
Tie Breaking Procedures :
The player or team with the highest score in the game shall be the winner.

   2.10.1 When equal score ties are registered for any of the first three (3) positions, a one game roll-off will be played to break the tie. There shall be no co-champions or co-winners in any of the events. 

   2.10.2 When a tie occurs for last placed finalists in the All-Events qualifying total, a one game roll- off shall be held to determine the positions.

   2.10.3 If a tie shall exists in 2.10.1 and 2.10.2 after the tie breaker, the ninth and tenth frame roll-off will be utilised and/or repeated until the tie is broken.

   2.10.4 Each federation is entitled to only two medals in each event.   If players from the same federation finished in the top three positions in an event, they will only be awarded with the gold and silver, the bronze will has to be awarded to the 4th place bowler or team.

2.11
Substitution:

A player who has already started in an event shall not be replaced. A pacer will be used in the event of any walk over in any of the events.


2.12
Slow Bowling : (Rule 308)

2.12.1 Players preparing to step on the approach and deliver a ball shall have the following rights and obligations :-

a)
They may claim right of way only over a player moving to the approach or preparing to bowl on the lane immediately to their left.

b) They may yield to a player moving to the approach or preparing to bowl on the lane immediately to their right.

c)
Players shall be ready to bowl when it is their turn should not delay the start of their approach or delivery if the lane immediately adjacent to them on both the right and left are clear.

2.12.2 If a player does not observe the procedures outlined in paragraph 1, it may be construed as slow bowling. A player failing to observe these procedures shall be warned by an authorized tournament official as follows :-

a)    A white card for the first offence (no penalty)

b)    A yellow card for the second offence (no penalty)

c)   A red card for the third and each succeeding offence in any block

of  games. The penalty shall be zero pinfall for the frame.

2.12.3
For interpretation of the enforcement of this rule, the Delegate of the Day shall specifically monitor any player or team that gets more than four frames behind the leader, not counting the end pairs of lanes.

2.12.4
Whenever there is any question concerning the enforcement of this rule, or lack thereof, the final decision shall be made by the Technical Committee, notwithstanding the reference to the Chief Marshall of the Day in Rule 313.

2.13
Playing Uniform

All participants in the games shall wear a standard uniform with the name of their respective country printed at the back of the shirt. Individual variations to that are not permitted and each member of a team must be uniformed during an event, and not a combination of colour or design. 

2.14
Code Numbers and Lanes


Code numbers shall be drawn according to country and shall follow a pre-drawn schedule for lane assignments.

2.15
Submission of Line-up :


All final line-ups must be submitted to the Tournament Manager half an hour after the end of each event.

2.16
Prohibition :

a)  The players must not smoke,  consume alcohol or be under the influence of alcohol while in competition; i.e during the entire period of his/her block of games. In those instances where it is established that a player is in breach of the rule, the Tournament Manager or his assistants may refer him/her to the Technical Committee for suspension from the tournament for the series of games then being played. Non alcoholic beverages and snacks i.e. biscuit, fruits, chocolate bars etc. are allowed provided they are not consumed in the player’s area.

b)  The players must not wear any head gear during competition with the exception of  hair band.

c)  Altering the surface of a bowling ball by the use of abrasive  or liquids while bowling in the competition is prohibited. All bowling balls so altered must be removed from the competition. This does not prohibit the use of a recognized ball cleaning or polishing machine during competition. (By-Law to Rule 128)

NOTE : If it is shown that the player had prior knowledge that his/her actions would be in violation of this rule, the game(s) in which the violating occurred is (are) subject to forfeiture. In addition, the player is subject to removal from the event in progress.

d)  Introduction of powder and other substances on the approach will not be allowed. All other substances for drying hands must be placed behind the bowlers’ area.

2.17
Protest - Eligibility :
Protests involving the eligibility or general playing rules must be confirmed in writing to a responsible Tournament official not later than 24 hours after the game in which the infraction occurred. If no written protest is entered prior to the expiration of the 24 hours period, the game shall stand as bowled. Each protest under this rule must be specific in itself and this rule shall not be construed to cover a similar or previous violation.
2.18 Protest – Errors :
Errors in scoring or errors in calculation in tournament play must be corrected by a responsible tournament official immediately upon the discovery of such error. Questionable errors shall be decided by the Tournament Committee.

The time limit for filing protests on scoring errors shall be one (1) hour from the end of the event, but must be before the prize presentation or the commencement of the next round (in the singles qualifying) whichever is sooner. Each protest under this rule must be specific in itself and this rule shall not be construed to cover a previous or similar violation.

2.19
Tournament Management :
a)    Tournament Manager : 

The host country shall select a manager for the tournament. He and his designated representatives shall supervise and direct the tournament. This shall include responsibility to the Technical Committee, Chief Marhsall(s) of the Day, compliance with the WTBA playing rules and otherwise with the codes of conduct of the WTBA.

b) Technical Committee : 

The Technical Committee for the games shall consist of the Tournament manager, One Technical Delegate and one Technical Committee Member from different countries appointed by the President of the Asian Bowling Federation.

The Technical delegate shall advise and counsel with the Tournament Committee and Tournament manager with regard to the lane conditioning procedures and techniques prior to the start of the event and on a daily basis during the competition. Should there be disagreement between the host country and the Technical Committee, the decision of the Technical Committee shall be final.

c )  Chief Marshall of the day : 

The Technical Committee shall arrange for one or more Delegates of the day, who shall have the responsibility for compliance with WTBA playing rules, uniform requirement, code of conduct and disqualification when any conduct becomes harmful to the Tournament operation. They shall work with the Tournament Manager and his assistants with regard to the daily operation of the tournament.

All matters which cannot be settled by the Chief Marshall of the day shall be heard and reviewed by the Technical Committee. The decision of the Technical Committee is final unless there is an appeal to the Jury of Appeal within 24 hours after the decision is announced or prize presentation whichever is the sooner.

Protest on eligibility arising after the conclusion of the championship shall be lodged directly with the Jury of Appeals within thirty (30)days.

d)  Jury of Appeal:

Jury of Appeal - A three member Jury of Appeal shall be appointed by the President of the Asian Bowling Federation.

The President of the Asian Bowling Federation shall appoint the Jury of Appeal for the Games and three different countries must be represented on this body.


The Jury of Appeal shall be empowered to cite before it all papers and persons involved in the appeal at a regularly scheduled meeting or if deemed appropriate, the Jury of Appeal may decide an issue by a mail vote after all materials involved in the matter has been studied by each of its members.

e)  Appeal Procedure
All appeals from the Technical Committee’s decisions must be filed in writing with the Delegate of the day or with any member of the Jury of Appeal .the appeal is not upheld by the Jury of Appeal, the fee will be forfeited to the Asian Bowling Federation.

f)  Pre-Tournament meeting
Immediately prior to this Tournament, a team managers meeting of the participating Federations will be held to resolve any pending questions. This meeting shall be chaired by the President of the Asian Bowling Federation.

2.20  
General Practice :

Participants can practice at the Mega Lanes prior to the official practice on September 9. 

From September 6 to 8, the centre will be used exclusively for the practice by the participants. For this period there will be shuttle bus running according to the established schedule. 

To practice at the Mega Lanes before above period , participants have to ask for the transportation one (1) day before your intended practice at the Sports Information desk at the Hotel.
Lane reservation

Mega Lanes will be opened for training from 10.00am till 12 midnight daily depends on the availability of the lanes.  Participants who wish to train in the centre must make reservation in advance through the Venue Management office. Game fees will be charged as per commercial rate by the centre.

An Official Practice will be conducted for all participants across all 50 lanes on September 9 from 9.00am based on a pre-drawn schedule. The actual tournament condition will be laid down by the Technical Committee for the Official Practice.

Scoring :

Automatic computerised scoring system will be available at each lane. The accumulated score will be done by data entry from the game by game print-outs to a computerised system.

A masters score manual system will also be kept by trained official scorers as back-up.

3.4
Results Scoreboard :

A Masters score board will be constructed to display the top 10 finishers after each game as well as other information from time to time.

3.5 Results Distribution :

Results will be available at the venue and at Tenpin Bowling  Sports Information Desk at the Games Village. Game by game computer print-outs for each of the events will be distributed to all managers and coaches after each game.The Results system will also send results to such non-sport venues as :

Final Results Package :

Final results packages will be included with the report mailed to each federation after the games.

Licensed Facilities :

Beer, soft drinks and snacks will be available at the restaurant attached  to Mega Lanes for athletes, team officials and supporters. Soft drink may be served at the competition site, but must be at specific area outside the bowler’s enclosure.

3.8
Access Control :

Games accreditation is required to access any area, other than public areas in the competition venues. Each venue is access-controlled by Zone. Proper accreditation to enter a particular zone is required at all times. Request for additional access must be directed through the venue day pass office located at the Tenpin Bowling competition site.

Equipment Storage :
A special ball storage room will be provided at the competition venue to store bowling balls/bags for athletes. The room will  be divided by name of participating countries. Each participant will be provided with number tag/s depends on the number of bowling bags for storage. Security guard will be on duty at the ball storage room and all athletes must produce the tag/s every time they want to collect their bag/s.

Medical Service :
Medical service for the competitors will be provided at the center.

4. COMPETITOR’S INFORMATION

4.1
Transportation

Transport service from the Official Hotel to Mega Lanes Bowling Centre will be available on request from September 6. Shuttle bus will be available from September 6 – 8 for optional practice sessions, on September 9 for Official Practice and from September 10 to 15 for the competition. There will be a Transport Co-ordinator located at the Sports Information Desk at the Official Hotel and at the Mega Lanes Bowling Centre.

4.2 Competition numbers (Code)

Three digit number will be given for each competitor. The number begins from 001 in the Men’s  and 101 in the Women’s division. Assignment of number will be in alphabetical order of the country name and then competitors family name, etc.

Number labels are to be attached with pins or stitched to the back of the playing uniform. Different colour background of the numbers will be printed to separate the Men’s and Women’s divisions.

Medical

Facilities

The athlete medical area has supplies and equipment to handle acute medical care and minor therapy.

Services

There are acute medical care and basic first-aid supplied by physician and nursing personnel at the venue medical room. The medical rooms are available for team medical personnel to use with their athletes if necessary.

Emergency

Ambulance coverage will be available at Mega Lanes on an on-call basis. The Venue Manager will place the call to the ambulance service on the request of a Team Manager or coach.

4.7
Doping  Control :

The Games’ doping -control programme will, under the direction and authority of the SEA Games Federation, adhere to the highest standards available.

Those tested will be decided on a basis mutually agreed upon between the SEA Games Federation Medical Commission and the International Federation.

Samples will be collected at the venue site and the Village Doping Control Centre.

All sample testing will be completed at an International Olympic Committee-accredited laboratory in Penang (University Sains Malaysia)

The lab will test for currently banned substances on the International Olympic Committee list of banned and restricted doping classes and methods at the time of the Games.

The Honorary Medical Advisor provides the current International Olympic Committee list of banned and restricted doping classes and methods of collection protocols to the SEA Games federation.

To ensure that the collection procedures for doping control are efficient, trouble-free, and foolproof, the SEA Games Federation has taken the following steps.

· the protocol for collection is the same at all venues, so there is consistency throughout,
· all collection teams have been trained to follow the collection protocol,
· the protocol is based on International Olympic Committee methods and adopted by SEA Games federation for the Games,
· each collection team is headed by a certified Doping -Control Officer.
· a member of the SEA Games Federation Medical Commission will be present at all collection sessions.
Booklets on detailed doping -control standard collection procedures are available at the Tenpin Bowling information Desk at the Games Village for those who are interested in obtaining a copy.

Basic doping -control guidelines to be followed :-

· before the event, the Marshal will report to the certified doping-control officer to receive an envelope containing the criteria for identifying the athlete(s) selected for doping control,
· after the event, the Marshal will present the athlete with an announced athlete-selection order.
The athlete will read and complete the form.

Athletes selected for doping control must report to and register at the doping-control station within one hour after receiving notification, as stated on the athlete-selection order.

The Doping -Control Marshal will escort and observe the athlete at all times until the athlete has reported to the doping-control station.

The athlete will be given reasonable time to summon one person: a coach , doctor, team official, or other representative, to accompany him or her to the doping-control station.

An athlete may then be permitted to leave the station, if necessary, with the consent of the certified doping-control officer, on condition that the athlete be accompanied at all times by a marshal.

Athletes who must compete in more than one event on the same day will notify doping-control personnel.

In such cases, the testing may be carried out after the next or subsequent event(s).

A Marshal will observe and escort the athlete at all times until he or she has reported back to the doping-control station.

The collection procedures will be explained to the athlete and accompanying person prior to sample collection. 

Failure to attend the doping-control station as required will be treated as a positive test.

Smoking Policy :
Smoking will not be permitted at the training and competition venue. All athletes and officials are requested to adhere strictly to these Government policies.

Accreditation Cards :


All Competitors and team officials taking part in the Bowling Competition are required to wear their Accreditation Cards (ID Cards) at all times, in order to facilitate their passing through the doors of the bowling centre and their access to authorised areas within the bowling centre as well as Games Village.

In case an AD Card is lost, an application for re-issue must be made to the Accreditation Centre with a form signed by both the bearer and the Chef de Mission.

1. Administration of Team Officials into the Playing Area :
One (1) team official (Coach or Manager) for each team will be allowed into the playing area during the competition. A maximum of three (3) officials is allowed for Singles, and Doubles event. 
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
