1. RULES AND REGULATIONS

This Championships, organised by KBC and sanctioned by FIQ WTBA Asian Zone,  will be conducted under the Playing Rules and Regulations of FIQ WTBA.

Open to all current members of KBC and Overseas Bowling Congresses/Associations. 

Note : Overseas bowlers will be required to produce certification from their  Bowling Congress/Association as proof of their overseas status.

5. CLASSIFICATION

Competition is divided into the Open, Youth and Senior Divisions.

A. OPEN: 
All bowlers ,included youth and senior are eligible to participate.

B. YOUTH:
ONLY open to boys and girls born on 1 January, 1979 or  after.

C. SENIOR:
ONLY open to men born on 31 December, 1948 or before and ladies 


born on 31 December, 1953 or before. 

6. EVENTS

Each division is divided into two sections(Men & Ladies : Boys & Girls) as follows ;  

A. OPEN DIVISION (Men  & Ladies)

i. Team of three


6 games : An entrant may bowl as many times as he/she desires provided it is with a different  partner each time. Each bowler/2 games series

B. YOUTH DIVISION (Boys & Girls)

i. Team of three

6 games : An entrant may bowl as many times as he/she desires provided it is with a different partner each time. Each bowler/2 games series.

ii. Doubles

4 games

4 games : An entrant may bowl as many times as he/she desires.

iv. All Events

8 games series of the Singles, Doubles, Team of three events/per bowler.

v.  Masters

8 games : for a day 8 games series.

C. SENIOR DIVISION (Men  & Ladies)

i Mixed Doubles

4 games : An entrant may bowl as many times as he/she desires provided it is with a different partner each time. Each bowler/2 games series.

ii. Singles

4 games : An entrant may bowl as many times as he/she desires.

iii. All Events

6 games series of the Singles, Mixed Doubles, 

iv. Masters

8 games : for a day 8 games series. 

7. ALL-EVENTS

An All-Events Champion will be declared in each divisions from the highest total pinfall scored by the bowlers in the first set of Singles, Doubles and Team of Three for Men/Ladies & Boys/Girls making up a total of 8 games series. The entry fee is required in this event. The fee must be paid before attempting any of the Events. Failure to do so shall disqualify his/her All-Events Score. The onus is on the bowlers to ensure that he/she has paid up this fee before he/she attempts his/her first Event of the All-Events. 

8. MASTERS

Scores obtained in the Single Events in respective divisions will be used for Masters Qualifying. This event is open to those bowlers who have bowled and completed the Singles, Doubles and Team of  Three events in their respective divisions and gave paid up proof of their All-Events entries, Any walk-over in the above said events, unless approved as authentic by the Tournament Directors or their Assistants, will disqualify the bowler from participating in this event.

Youth bowlers who have completed the All Events in the Youth Division and who to qualify for the respective Masters will have to complete the Singles, Doubles and the Team of Three Events in their respective Division. 

A. OPEN MASTERS (Men & Ladies)

The 40 qualifiers for Masters (as listed below) will based on the Singles 4 game series.The top 3 bowlers with the highest total pinfall after bowling a total of 12 games will enter in Masters Grand Final with Stepladder fashion which will broadcast TV. The No. 2 and 3 will bowl against each other in one game pinfall to count beginning from scratch and the winner will bowls player one a two game match to determine the Masters Champion based on total pinfall. These 12 games in Open Masters will be bowl 6 games a day for two days(Block 1 & 2).

The top 14 finalists both Men & Ladies in Open Division will qualify to bowl Korea Masters Cup of 

Asian Bowling Tour.

11. ENTRIES

At first Bowler who wish to be participated after booking must be paid at least entry fee of first event will be accepted. ENTRY FORM(S) must be purchased and fully filled before making any entry. Such FORM(S) will be available for purchase at KBC Bowling Centre.

12. REFUND

No refund will be allowed after entry has been registered and verify. Bowlers who do not show up for their schedule squad times shall automatically forfeit all fees paid up. 

13. VERIFICATION OF SCORES

It is the responsibility of each bowler and/or the team captain to verify the correctness of each game bowled by singing the score sheet. Once signed, the scores shall stand, unless otherwise decided by the Tournament Committee. 

In the event, if interruptions are caused by electrical power failure, the following procedures shall be followed:

a) Any part of a game that cannot be recalled, will be re-bowled from the first frame.

b) If more than one game cannot be recalled the series shall be declared null,  void and a fresh series be rescheduled.

c) If only one frame is missing, the bowler shall continue from the first frame bowled. 

14. TIE BREAKING PROCEDURE

a) Should a tie occurs in the first 3 positions in the Singles, Doubles(mixed), Three of Team, and All 

events, co-winners will be declared by add up the prizes and divide into equal.

b) Should a tie occurs in the last position of the Open Masters Qualifying of 8 games series including 

Youth Masters Qualifying(6 games series in Senior), one game roll-off will be used. 

c) Should a tie occurs in the last position of the Open Masters Final of 12 games series including 

Youth Masters Final of 8 games series(8 games series in Senior), the 9th & 10th frames roll-off will be 

used and/or repeat until the tie is broken.

d) Should a tie occurs in the Stepladder fashion of the Open Masters Grand Finals, the 9th & 10th 

frames roll-off will be used and/or repeat until the winner is determined.

15. REGISTRATION OF BOWLING BALLS

All balls used in the tournament must be registered with the tournament committee to be checked according to FIQ WTBA Rules & regulations. Illegal ball used will result in disqualification and stripped off for all his/her winning or position standing all of the events. 

16. SLOW BOWLING

a) All players shall be ready to bowl when it is their turn, they should not delay moving to the 

approach, if the lane immediately adjacent to them on the left and light side is clear.

b) Penalty shall be imposed to bowler(s) who is four frames for singles, Doubles and each Masters 

Final, and two frames for three of team slower from the leader not counting the end pair of lanes. The 

penalty will be to forfeit the score in the next frame.

17. CHECK-IN TIME

All participants must check-in time at the tournament counter at least thirty(30) minutes before the scheduled squad time. Korea local time shall be the official time of the tournament. 

18. COMPETITION

a) Lane assignment shall be determined by lot and the number of players scheduled on a pair of lanes to each other shall be played.

b) In each events, players assigned to commence bowling on odd numbered lanes will move left and platers assigned to commence on even numbered lanes will move right for each successive game. The tournament committee will determine the number of lanes to be moved each game during events. 

19. SMOKING & DRINKING 

The players must not smoke, eat, consume alcohol or be under the influence of alcohol while incompetition; i. e. during the entire period of a block of games. In those instances where it is established that a player is in breach of this rule, he/she may be suspended by the Technical Committee from the tournament for the block of games then being played. Non alcoholic beverages are allowed provided they are not consumed in the player's area. 

20. SPECIAL NOTE

Any matter arising not covered in the aforesaid Format, and Rules will be dealt with by the Tournament Committee and its decision in all cases will be final. Notwithstanding the above, an appeal may still be lodged in accordance with the procedure specified Rule 208 of FIQ-WTBA Playing Rules & Regulation.
