9th China International Open Bowling Championships 2001

Rules and Regulations

1. DATES &VENUE
July 28 - August 4, 2001.  The Great World Bowling Center, Guangzhou, Guangdong, China.

2. CLASSIFICATION

Competition is divided into Open and Graded Division. The events are divided into: 

a. Trios

b. Doubles 

c. Singles (Master Qualifying)

d. All Events 

e. Masters

Open Division: All bowlers are qualified to participate in.

Graded Division: Only the following bowlers are qualified to participate in. 

i. Male bowlers whose average is 189 and below.

ii. Female bowlers whose average is 175 and below.

iii. Overseas bowlers must submit written confirmations of their averages from their respective Associations/Congresses.

The champions of the Graded Masters of the China International Open for previous years are ineligible to bowl in all Graded events.

3. ELIGIBILITY 
Open to all current members of Chinese Bowling Association and FIQ WTBA affiliates Associations /Congresses.

4. ENTRIES
a. Entry

Forms must be purchased and must be completed in full based on passport before making any entry. Such Forms will be available for purchase at The Great World Bowling center, Guangzhou , from 10:00-24:00 between July 28 and August 1, and 10:00-23:00 of August 2, 2001.  

b. Check-in 

Check-in will open half an hour and close 15 minutes before the scheduled squad time, in every event unless otherwise stated.  For those who fail to check-in personally at the prescribed time, their positions as well as the fees will be forfeited. Any vacancy in Masters will be full filled according to the proportion of qualification or by pacer.

5. COMPETITION
A. Open Division (Men & Women ) and Graded Division ( Men & Women)

1. Singles: This will consist of a 4 games series. The highest 4 games series will win in each division for both Men and Women. No limit on the number of attempts. If bowlers have competed and completed the All Events, the scores obtained in Singles will be used for Masters qualifying.

2. Doubles: 2 games series will be bowled by each entrant making up a total of 4 games. An entrant may bowl many times but must change partner each time.

3. Trios: 2 games series will be bowled by each entrant making up a total of 6 games. An entrant may bowl many times but must change at least 1 partner each time.

4.  All Events: Scores obtained by the bowlers in their first set of Singles (4 Games), Doubles (2 Games) and Trios (2 Games) making up a total of 8 games will decide.

5.  Masters

a. This event is opened to those bowlers who have competed and completed the All Events in their respective grades and have provided proof of their All Events entries. Scores obtained in the Singles event in respective grade will be used for masters qualifying. Any walkovers in above events, unless approved as authentic by the tournament director or his assistant, will disqualify the bowler from participating in the masters event.

b. Open Masters ( Men & Women)

The 32 semi-finalists (as listed below) will bowl a total of 16 games in the semi-final.

8 games each block to be bowled on 2 days. The top 6 bowlers of 16 games will then enter the “Step- Ladder Final.” as follows:

Position 4,5,6 will bowl together one game starting from scratch. The winner of the above match will bowl with position 2,3 one game starting from scratch. The winner of above match will bowl with position 1 two games starting from scratch. The winners of the two games (total pinfalls) will be declared the champion.

c. Men’s Graded Masters

The top 24 bowlers in the Graded Singles Event will enter the final of 12 games.

d. Women’s Graded Masters

The top 12 bowlers in the graded Singles Event will enter the final of 6 games.. 

e. High-Game

High Game awards will be given to the highest game bowled in the respective grades in the Championships except the Masters Semifinals and the Masters Finals.

B. Tie Score

1. When equal scores are registered for any of the first three positions in Trios, Doubles or Singles Events, co- winner shall be declared. There shall be no play–off of the tie. Players with equal scores shall share the prizes between them.

2. In the case of a tie in qualifying for the Masters Events or a tie in the semi-finals of Open Masters Events, a one game roll-off shall be held. The Tournament Committee will decide the time.

3. If a tie occurs in the Open Masters “Step-Ladder” Finals, or a tie occurs in the Graded Masters Final, a 9th & 10th frame shall be bowled to break the tie. If a tie still exists, repeat a 9th &10th frame roll-off until the tie is broken. 

C. Rules: This Championships will be conducted under the rules and regulations of FIQ WTBA.

6. BALL REGISTRATION

a. All balls used in the Championships must be registered and checked. Ball must meet the specifications of the FIQ WTBA rules. Balls are to be checked at The Great World Bowling center, Guangzhou, from 10:00 to 23:00 between July 28 and August 2, 2001.

b. If at any time a bowler is found to have used an illegal ball even if previously certified legal he/she shall be disqualified from the entire Championship and stripped of all his/her winnings.

7. BOWLERS’ATTIRE
Bowlers in underwear and /or singles will not be allowed to bowl.  Only proper bowling uniforms and bowling shoes will be allowed during competition.

8. PROTESTS

a. In the competition, if the participant discovers that there is an error in the scoring process, the participant should immediately notify the officials. After the participant receives and signs the scores card, no changes or adjustments will be allowed.

b. If the participant disagrees with or has an objection to any penalty, the participant should immediately notify the Tournament Director. All decisions of the Tournament Director and the Tournament Committee are final.

c. In the case of challenges to participant’s eligibility or rules and regulations of the tournament, the Tournament Director will revert to relevant rules of the Playing Rules and Regulations of FIQ WTBA.

d. If the participant wishes to lodge any complaint in writing to the Chinese Bowling Association, they may do so upon payment of a fee of US$30. If the complaint results in a decision in favor of the participant, the fee of US$30 will be refunded.

9. AWARDS
All qualified bowlers will be awarded both trophy and bonus.

10. ENTRY FEES

11. SPECIAL NOTE
a. Substitutions and Change of Events: May be permitted provided it is reported to the Tournament Directors or their Assistants and duly approved at least 30 minutes before the time of play and an amendment fee of RMBY 100 is paid.

b. The Tournament Director reserves the right to reallocate squad time and the schedule at his discretion when situation so requires. Prior notice will be given when possible.

c. Any bowler found guilty of cheating at scores averages eligibility or on any other counts will be immediately disqualified from he entire championship. He/ She will also be stripped of his/her winnings and positions standing and be asked to return any awards that may have already been given to him/her.

d. The players must not smoke, eat, consume alcohol while in competition.

12. THIS CHAMPIONSHIPS is sanctioned by Asian Bowling Federation. Any matter arising during the Championships, which is not covered in the rules and regulations, will be dealt with by the Tournament Director and the Tournament Committee and their decision in all cases shall be final. Notwithstanding the above, an appeal may still be lodged with the Jury Committee of the decision of the Tournament Committee upon the payment of a fee of US$30.00. If dissatisfied, the last and final court of appeal shall be Chinese Bowling Association, the within thirty days of its decision. Each appeal must be specific and include a fee of US$100.00. If C.B.A. does not uphold the appeal, the fee will be forfeited to Chinese Bowling Association.

13. The right of explanation for the rules and regulations belongs to Chinese Bowling Association.
