The Visa on Arrival (VOA) charges are as follows:
• US$ 10 per person for a maximum period of 7 days/ 6 nights 
• US$ 25 per person for more than 7 days, and up to a maximum period   of 30 days
• A charge of US$20 per day will be imposed for overstaying.
Visitors are required to have at hand the following documents for VOA application:
• Passport with minimum 6 months' validity
• Arrival / departure card
• Return or onwards journey ticket

Visitors are advised to bring with them the exact amount in US Dollars for payment of VOA fees prior to arrival in the point of entry, so as to minimize inconvenience and ensure a smooth VOA application process
Procedure:

· Before arriving at the point of entry, fill in the arrival/departure card.  This card serves as the VOA application form

· Upon arrival, go to the special counters and pay the visa fee.  You will receive a bar-coded receipt.

· Proceed to the Visa-on-Arrival counter to have the arrival/departure card, your passport and payment receipt scanned and recorded in the immigration computer.  A sticker visa will be issued to you instantly

· Proceed to the immigration checkpoint for clearance.

Please be advised that Visa-Free Short Visits may only be extended upon approval from the Director General of Immigration of the Republic of Indonesia in case of natural disaster, illness or accident, but cannot be transferred to another type of visa. Overstay visitors incur to pay a penalty of US$20.- per day/person (for under 60 days stay) whilst over 60 days stay will be a 5 (five) year prison sentence or a fine of IDR 25.000.000 (local currency).

Please note that these regulations do not apply for foreigners/expatriates (including members of their family) who are assigned/based in Indonesia. Visa is required and should be applied for before hand. 
Those whose countries ARE NOT included in the above list or wish to stay longer than 30 days in Indonesia, should apply for their visa in advance, at the Indonesian Embassy. 

Please note that Visa on Arrival and Visa Free Entry can only be facilitated at certain designated entry points to Indonesia.  Entry at other points will require a visa before departure to Indonesia.  The following are the designated entry points able to facilitate Visa on Arrival and Visa Free Entry:
