All participating federations are reminded to bring along 3 national flags (1 meter x 2 meters) 

and 1 CD of their national anthem which will be collected by their respective Liaison Officer 
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upon their arrival. 

 

11. Fees 

 

Entry Fee for Delegation 

The 24th Asian Tenpin Bowling Championships entry fee is US$200 per person for all players, 

coaches and administrators as well as any extra person in the official delegation. These fees 

cover accreditation card, transportation, participation in Opening Ceremony, Welcome 

Reception, and the Victory Banquet.
