Qualifying score will be 6-game total of high and second high 3-game series 

from 2 or more squads of MQ referring to the Table of Squads. The best 35 

bowlers from MQ and the best 4 bowlers from Desperado squad (1G match) 

after the last squad of MQ will qualify for Semi-final. 

 

  〔U22 Semi-final〕 

Foregoing 39 bowlers will bowl 8 games from scratch and the best 6 bowlers 

will qualify for Final. 

 

  〔U22 Final〕 

1 game matches based on pre-arranged schedule to determine final 

positions (Refer to ‘Prize List’) 

 

  〔U15 Qualifying Round〕 

Qualifying score will be 6-game total of high and second high 3-game 

series from 2 or more squads of MQ referring to the Table of Squad 

and the best 26 bowlers will qualify for Final.  

 

  〔U15 Final〕 

Foregoing 26 bowlers will bowl 8 games from scratch to determine final 

positions.

Insurance ： Participants are highly recommended to buy insurance. 

 

Ball registration ： Participants are requested to have their balls checked and registered by the end 

of the first day of the tournament. 

  No limitation of the number of bowling balls to be registered, but only four(4) 

balls are allowed to be on the playing floor. 

 

Squad booking  Squad booking will be accepted through the federation for their bowlers. 

On-site registration will be accepted until 30 minutes before the starting time. 

 

Note  Bowlers are requested to state which category to bowl for, U15 or U22, and can 

request which floor to bowl on, 6th or 8th floor.  The Organizer is responsible 

for the lane assignment.  Bowlers have to bowl 4 squads at least in U22 MQ to 

bowl for Desperado squad.  Bowlers can bowl a specific squad only as 

qualifying squad either of U15 or U22.
