Entry Fee for Delegation 

The 17th Asian School Tenpin Bowling Championships entry fee is US$200 per person for all 

players, coaches and administrators, medical personnel as well as any extra person in the 

official delegation. These fees cover accreditation card, transportation, participation in Opening 

Ceremony, Welcome Reception, and the Victory Banquet. 

 

Entry Fee for Guests/ Supporters 

The entry fee for guests and supporters is US$150 per person. These fees cover accreditation 

card, transportation, entry into bowling venue, participation in the Opening Ceremony, 

Welcome Reception, and the Victory Banquet.
